22And when He had said this,
He breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy
Spirit.”

Matthew 5:1-10 (MSG)

2When Jesus saw his ministry drawing huge crowds, he climbed a
hillside. Those who were apprenticed to him, the committed,
climbed with him. Arriving at a quiet place, he sat down and taught
his climbing companions. This is what he said: 3"You're blessed when
you're at the end of your rope. With less of you there is more of God
and his rule.
